Review Safety-Wise pages 95-96 before starting this Try-1t. An adult currently certified as an instructor by the
National Archery Association or equivalent certification or documented experience indicating knowledge and
skill in teaching/supervising archery must be present while completing this Try-It.

Demonstrate how to judge good bows and arrows and know the names of their parts.
What does “weight” mean as applied to bows?
Show how to care for a bow when in use and how to store them properly.
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Demonstrate the correct way of pulling an arrow from the target, and picking it up
from the ground.

Demonstrate the correct stance used for shooting

Know the safety zone.

Know and follow the archery range whistle commands.
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Become familiar with safety equipment and how to use it.
